Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ,

(Feb. 13") Exciting time and so rewarding for all of us to take part in the
Manna Food Pantry. So easy too, the person who is collecting the food items will park up front with their car
trunk open for the food items to be dropped off. Easy, right, then all you have to do is deliver the food items to
the Manna Food Pantry. Take part with Social Ministry and volunteer to be a part of this rewarding opportunity
to give back to our community.

People then may
pick what they need or can use. Anything that is left will be donated to the homeless ministry and passed out to
the homeless. All clothing brought in must be freshly cleaned and no stains. Start your spring cleaning through
your closets and plan to attend on the 26™. This will be a quarterly event.
